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From Our Pastor 

When I survey the wondrous cross, on which the King 
of glory died, 
My richest gain I count but loss, and pour contempt 
on all my pride. 

Since last Easter, my husband Mike and I had the 
opportunity to journey to the Holy Land.  One of the 
things we did there was visit the wailing wall in the 
city of Jerusalem.  People of all nations, all races, all 
religions were praying at the wall.  People were 
crying.  As I joined in prayer, I found myself crying.   
It felt like there, in that sacred site, the weight of 
human sorrow was palpably present and I was 
simply swept up in it. 

This experience helped me understand in a very

can laugh and love, soak up the simple pleasures of a day.  But we cannot escape sorrow, betrayal, 
disappointment, or pain.  We cannot forever pretend we or those we love can escape suffering and 
death.  These things are part of our human condition. 

There was something about that experience that has had me thinking that our Holy Week 
observances were lacking something.  Our Maundy-Thursday service --which more than one 
ÃÏÎÆÉÒÍÁÎÄ ÈÁÓ ÎÁÍÅÄ ÔÈÅÉÒ ȰÆÁÖÏÒÉÔÅ ÓÅÒÖÉÃÅ ÏÆ ÔÈÅ ÙÅÁÒȱ -- takes us to the cross.

Rev. Remick challenged us to rediscover our "Why?"....i.e., who are we now and what 
is our purpose?  We are a Church that has grown in many ways over the past few years.  This may 
be a good time to consider where God is calling us now to Be The Church with each other and in 
the world.

Church Renovation Springing Back! 

As the nice weather returns to New England so does our contractor for the major renovation to 
our church building!  Funded by your contributions to the Capital Campaign, this project will 
resume sometime in May as soon as our contractor notices a cooperative weather cycle.  Our 
objective this year is to complete the restoration of the West and East sides of the church as well 
as the entrance ramp into Allerton Hall - quite a rigorous undertaking! 

Currently, $677,000 has been paid against the total pledged commitment of $1,043,000.  Our 
expenses to date are about $402,000 - $52,000 of which were expenses which funded our 
consultant, the feasibility study, production of our video and other administrative costs that were 
incurred.  The remaining $350,000 are all attributed to the labor and material expenses of our 
ongoing project.  The two sides and ramp are projected to cost $315,000. 

We would appreciate it if you might consider reviewing your giving timeline and move up your 
commitment for 2017 to the mid-year rather than waiting until year end so that we can

A Musical Offering for the Lenten Season- from the Director of Music 
On Sunday, April 2 the Sanctuary Choir of The Church of the Pilgrimage will present much of the 
Requiem by Gabriel Faure as a special musical offering during the regular Sunday worship 
service.  Gabriel Faure was a French composer who lived from 1845- 1924.  He studied piano, 
organ and choral music and rose to prominence as a church organist and choir director 
throughout France.  Following in the footsteps of his teacher, Camille Saint-Saens, in 1877 he 
became the choirmaster at the Madeleine in Paris - a position that he held for 20 years. 

Faure began composing his famous Requiem in 1887 though the final version was not premiered 
until 1900.  A Requiem Mass is a mass for the dead, often offered in the Catholic Church for the 
repose of souls.  Unlike most Requiem Masses that were often written for a specific loved one, 
Faure wrote his in a much broader context, looking to compose newer, less operatic large scale 
compositions for the church.  To explain that simply, he was writing more in the French style of 
the period rather than the German or Italian styles that had previously dominated church 

music.  If you are curious about Faure or the work 
you can find all kinds of relevant information on 
the internet. 

We are choosing to present this work during Lent 
not because of a strong liturgical connection to the 
Requiem, but more for the soundscape and the 
effect of the concert work.  We have frequently 
been asked to have a special music service, and 
this year we have chosen the Faure Requiem to 
showcase our organ (and our organist, Michael 
Eaton), our Soprano and Bass soloists (Allyson 

Lynch and David Tyler) and the strength of our choir.  Listeners can surely choose how to 
interpret the music and whether to specifically follow the text and translations of the Requiem 
Mass or to simply experience the musical drama and emotion in a broader sense in this season of 
repentance and reflection.
